CZECH NATIONAL DISABILITY COUNCIL
Opening word
Year 2011 was very challenging for CNDC, and in many ways even groundbreaking. After elections to the Chamber of Deputies in 2010 new government was introduced, which decided to significantly reduce social transfers, namely for people with disability, who quite often vitally depend on such social transfers. 
The Government CR presented its concept of the reform via MLSA [ie. Ministry of Labor and Social Affairs of the Czech Republic] at the beginning of March 2011. It initiated great combat of organizations associated in CNDC against the reform. And the start was real success, namely thanks to demonstration of people with disability on 22 March 2011 in front of MLSA. It was undoubtedly the greatest demonstration of disabled people in Czech Republic. Estimates ranged from 4 to 5 thousand demonstrators. This successful event established good ground for further negotiations. Both Government CR and MLSA understood that we mean our resistance against the reform seriously and that we are ready to fight for reasonable living conditions of people with disability to the very end. Series of negotiations followed from March to the end of year in the Governmental Committee for Persons with Disability, MLSA, in the House of Deputies, Senate and other institutions. In the meantime some further protests took place. We managed to influence many issues and significantly change laws in the area of social reform. Nevertheless, general impact of reforms is very adverse for persons with disability. In the course of the year we became involved in various civic initiatives with purpose to inform general public about our problems and reasons, why we cannot agree with changes in the area of social security and health care. It is apparent that this struggle is not at the end and that it will continue in following years. Under false excuse of crisis it is still possible to lower living standard of persons with disability. 
I believe that this struggle of ours fulfilled the general purpose of CNDC, which was expressed in following founding declaration in 2000: "General purpose of CNDC is to ensure full participation of persons with disability and their legal representatives in articulation of policy leading to equal opportunities of this group of citizens and its anchorage in the legal order of the Czech Republic."
Just like in former years CNDC implemented number of projects, which are further described in this annual report, most important of which we consider the project of advisory centers for persons with disability, where despite our enormous effort we did not manage to maintain offices in all regions. Restriction of budgets in this area paralyzes ability of social service providers to maintain services and provide them in future. 
8th year of presentation of awards Mosty took place in March 2011 in Kutlurní dům in Kroměříž. Both Kroměříž and Zlín Region prepared very dignified environment for the event. We have implemented Eurokey project in Plzeň and Plzeň Region and finalized Eurokey project in the Central Bohemia Region. Besides the two key projects we implemented many other projects that improve environment for persons with disability. 
We realize that for implementation of many good projects even under relatively difficult condition and at least partial success in negotiations about reform laws we must be grateful to all member organizations CNDC, which are now 118, all workers and voluntaries working for CNDC, but also to all sponsors and those, who supported us. Many projects could not be completed without their help.

NÁRODNÍ RADA OSOB SE ZDRAVOTNÍM POSTIŽENÍM ČR
Introduction of CNDC 
Czech National Disability Council was established at foundation meeting of representatives of organizations of disabled people on 27 June 2000. The reason for its establishment was an effort to find most efficient way of cooperation of organizations for disabled people in Czech Republic. Today is CNDC an acknowledged initiative and coordinating partner for advocating, promotion and fulfillment of rights and interests of people with disability. The organization cooperates with government agencies and local administration in Czech Republic as well as international organizations and institutions; today it is the greatest and most respectable representative of disabled persons in Czech Republic. 
Thus it is main advisory body for Governmental committee for people with disability and represents disabled people in other significant organizations, like Svaz měst a obcí ČR [i.e. Association of Towns and Municipalities in Czech Republic], Řídící výbor Národního rozvojového programu mobility pro všechny [i.e. Steering Committee of National Development Program Mobility for All] and other institutions. It is also a member in international organizations Disabled Peoples´ International, Rehabilitation International, European Disability Forum and FIMITIC. 
CNDC experts are involved in number of expert teams in government agencies and bodies of local authorities. It is also involved in work of e.g. Ministry of Transportation CR, in Ministry of Labor and Social Affairs CR or at project assessment in National Fund for Transport Infrastructure CR. 
Activities of the Czech National Disability Council are nationwide. Regional councils of persons with disability represent organizational units of CNDC on the regional level. Coordinators, as professional workers, work on a regional level; they help regional councils of persons with disability in promotion of their interests on regional level. 
For dealing with common issues of life of persons with disability there are professional committees within CNDC, namely social, legislative, for elimination of barriers, for health care, for preparation of Act on Comprehensive Rehabilitation and for issues of persons with mental disorders. Part of CNDC is Scientific Council - highly professional scientific body, members of which are respected experts from various areas of life. 
Czech National Disability Council provides broad social and legal consulting services, main office of which is in its headquarters, and remote offices are in all regional centers in Czech Republic. As to 31 December 2011 Czech National Disability Council associated 116 organizations of persons with disability or their representatives. 
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Review of activity of individual bodies of CNDC 
 
The highest body of National Council of Persons with Disability is the National Assembly [NA], which gathered on 15 September 2011 in Prague. The National assembly approved Activity report of the Board of NC CNDC for a period from the last NA, CNDC trading overview for 2010 and declaration on contemporary situation. 
In the period between holding National Assemblies is National Committee the highest body of the organization, which meets usually twice a year. In 2011 the National committee of CNDC met at a special session, which dealt with an upcoming social reform. 
REVIEW OF RESOLUTIONS OF INDIVIDUAL MEETINGS OF NC CNDC in 2011 
RESOLUTION OF SPECIAL SESSION OF NATIONAL COMMITTEE OF CNDC FROM 7 MARCH 2011 
NC CNDC discussed amendments of laws, which MLSA passed on for external amendment procedure as a part of so called social reform. 
NC CNDC states that proposed laws in its implications fundamentally violate individual instruments of support for people with disability for maintaining their dignity, ability to exercise their contribution in society and ensuring their acceptable living standard. Drafts of the reform show that proposed changes may have even disastrous impacts for persons with disability in many areas. It relates especially to employment of people with disability, family care for persons with severe disability, free choice within the framework of social services and humiliating conditions at applying for any allowance from the social system. 
NC CNDC radically rejected 
· proposal to abolish so called special benefits (TP, ZTP and ZTP/P cards), as they are linked to system of tax reliefs, reserved parking places and subventions in public transport; 
· proposal to abolish subvention for the purchase of motor vehicle, which would fundamentally and negatively affect mobility of persons with disability, access to education, employment and care of families for persons with disability, namely in incomplete families; 
· 20 percent participation for allowance on compensation aids, as the participation could be as high as several tens of thousands crowns, which would make compensation aids unaffordable for persons with disability; 
· proposal to abolish child allowance, which relates to children from 1 to 3 years of age, as it would cause unacceptable harm to families with such children; 
· proposal of simplified method that evaluates level of dependence on a care (the proposed method is not transparent and does not correspond to current assessment methodology used abroad), as it would be inevitably subjective and significantly limit fair assessment of a claim for attendance allowance; 
· abolishment of 15 percent minimum income for persons who live in social care institutions, as it would be extremely demeaning to deprive such people of their pocket money. 
With regard to the mentioned facts NC CNDC called citizens, who would be affected by the proposed changes (persons with disability, attending persons, their friends and sympathizers and general public), to express their fundamental disagreement with the proposed changes by their presence at the protest meeting and demonstrate their determination to protect human dignity of themselves and their associates. The protest meeting took place on Tuesday, 22 March 2011 at 12:00 in front of MLSA, Na Poříčním právu 1/376, 128 02 Praha 2. 
NC CNDC challenged the prime minister to exercise his authority and stop the humiliating approach of MLSA towards the persons with disability, which is apparent in the proposed laws. 
It is a sad fact that after more than one year from ratification of UN Convention on Rights of persons with disability Czech Government proposes to abolish most of measures, which it adopted in the last 20 years for creating equal opportunities in society for persons with disability.

RESOLUTION OF MEETING OF NATIONAL COMMITTEE OF CNDC IN HRADEC KRÁLOVÉ FROM 10 NOVEMBER 2011 
National committee of CNDC
: 
· radically rejected amendment to Regulation no. 505/2006 Col. that implements some provisions of Act on Social Services, as amended. Proposal of MLSA is too general and does not provide sufficient control of assessment mechanisms at setting dependence level by bodies of assessment service. We are convinced that assessment criteria must be as precise as possible, so that client himself/herself could check that there all circumstances were considered with regard to setting a dependence level. General criteria, as they are proposed by MLSA, practically disable efficient protection of clients against incorrect assessment. Appealing bodies or a court will not have clear criteria available, according to which they could judge correctness of a decision. 
Set a task to its representatives to negotiate with MLSA and set draft of regulation proposed by CNDC legislative department to be ground for negotiation. In the event that the administration of MLSA would not accept this condition, the board decided that CNDC dissociates itself from this version of the regulation. 
NC CNDC empowered Board of CNDC to declare and organize protests, if MLSA would insist on a version of the regulation that will not correspond to concept of CNDC and will not reflect draft of regulation no. 505/2006 Col., which CNDC presented to MLSA for further negotiation. 
· acknowledged information of Chairman of CNDC on activities of the board from the meeting of NA CNDC from 15 September 2011. 
· acknowledged information on preparation of presenting CNDC award Mosty 2011 that will take place in Prague on 15 March 2012 from 3 p.m. 
· endorsed basic parameters of projects and budget of CNDC for 2012. 
· endorsed acceptance of civic association Svaz zdravotně postižených Rakovník [i.e. Association of Persons with Disability in Rakovnik] as its member organization. 
· set a date for electoral meeting of NA CNDC on 29 and 30 May 2012 in Prague. Asked chairmen of RCDP (i.e. Regional Councils of Disabled Persons) RCDP in individual regions to call electoral regional meetings in the period between 15 March 2012 and 15 May 2012 and inform CNDC board about dates of regional meeting and ensure proper course of election of RCDP bodies in accordance with CNDC constitution. 
· in harmony with Article no. 35, Paragraph 11 of CNDC constitution declared a consolidation program in RCDP in Moravian and Silesian Region. In harmony with Article no. 35, Paragraph 12 of CNDC constitution appointed Mr Mgr. Jan Uherka administrator of RCDP in Moravian and Silesian Region and set him a task to call Regional meeting in 2012.

Main activities of CNDC
 
Activities of CNDC are developed at following levels:

· represent Czech Republic in global organization – Rehabilitation International (RI),

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Project "Participation of CNDC in advocating of disabled people's rights, their organizations and participation in drafting, monitoring and innovation of comprehensive plans of equalizing opportunities" 
Activity of CNDC in 2011 focused primarily on implementation of tasks related to individual reforms in the area of social security, health and taxes. Besides that it participated in meetings of EDF bodies, namely EDF board and general meeting of EDF. 
From the beginning of the year CNDC intensively negotiated about final shape of proposed laws that were prepared by MLSA and are part of the first stage of social reform; in conjunction with it we participated in more than 10 meetings with representatives of MLSA for discussing individual topics of the social reform. Negotiations took place both with individual experts of MLSA, and also with leaders of the ministry including negotiations with minister of labor and social affairs, Mr. J. Drábek. For advocating interests of persons with disability there were two meetings between CNDC chairman and prime minister Mr. P. Nečas. They discussed preparation of laws that were part of the social reform and other upcoming reform measures of the Czech government for further period. 
Negotiation with MLSA included preparation of public presentation of persons with disability in front of MLSA, which took place on 2 March 2011 with attendance of more than 4,000 persons with disability. In this meeting also participated Mr J. Drábek, Minister of labor and social affairs, and Mr L. Heger, Minister of health. In this demonstration there was declared Petition of CNDC in support of requests within the framework of the social reform. The petition was signed by more than 28 thousand citizens and was passed to Mr P. Nečas, Prime Minister of the Czech Government, on 18 May 2011. 
In the second half of 2011 the negotiations on the social and health reform moved to the ground of the Czech Parliament. CNDC took part in all meetings of the Committee for social policy that discussed reform laws, and made comments to individual drafts. In August, September and October it also negotiated with parliamentary parties, but also with individual deputies. Altogether there were 12 meetings with deputies and parliamentary parties. CNDC through its representatives took part in five meetings of Committee for social policy of Chamber of Deputies and three meetings of Committee for health of Chamber of Deputies and two meetings of Subcommittee for persons with disability of Chamber of Deputies. 
As a part of monitoring legislative process in Czech Republic CNDC commented in 2011 following amendments and drafts of laws: 
· Fundamental comments to the draft of regulation, which specifies sample, prescribed particulars of social systems' card and design of certificate of loss, damage or destruction of a social systems card and sample of standardized record of social worker. 
· Fundamental comments to the draft of regulation that implements certain provision of an Act on a help in material need. 
· Fundamental comments to the draft of regulation that implements certain provisions of Act on granting allowances to persons with disability. 
· Fundamental comments to the draft of regulation that amends regulation no. 505/2006 Col. 
· Comments of CNDC to the draft of National plan of development of social services for years 2011 – 2016. 
· Fundamental comments of CNDC to regulation no. 73/2005. 
· Fundamental comments of CNDC to regulation no. 72/2005.
· Comments of CNDC to the draft of Civil Code. 
· Fundamental comments of CNDC to the draft of Act on granting allowances to persons with disability.

· Comments of CNDC to the draft of Act no. 266/2006 Col., on Accident Insurance of Employees, as amended, and other related laws. 
· Comments of CNDC to the draft of Government regulation on increase of subsistence minimum and breadline amounts. 
· Fundamental comments to the government's draft of issuance of law on a change of laws in conjunction with single collection point and other changes of tax and insurance laws. 
In the course of negotiations we managed to achieve significant changes in proposed laws of the social reform. CNDC and MLSA concluded an agreement about modification of individual laws. The laws were modified even before meeting of government of the Czech Republic. Further debate on the laws took place in Chamber of Deputies. Deputies proposed several principal changes, which CNDC could not absolutely agree with. One of the changes was a proposal that attendance allowance should not be considered an income of a client, but only of a social service provider. Many negotiations took place with regard to amendments. Proposal to change recipient of the attendance allowance was withdrawn. Still, there were certain proposals that were procured in the Chamber of Deputies, which were not approved by us and which aggravate situation of persons with disability. It relates to, e.g. uniform amount of attendance allowance and retroactive effect of 10 years period for subvention for the purchase of motor vehicle valid even for allowances granted before 31 December 2011. 
CNDC, based on decision of Governmental Committee for Persons with Disability (GCPD) took part in preparation of monitoring mechanisms in Czech Republic concerning compliance and implementation of UN Convention on Rights of persons with disability. In its meeting held on 17 January 2011 GCPD set a task to MLSA, secretariat of GCPD and CNDC to prepare a draft of monitoring of compliance with the UN Convention in Czech Republic. MLSA presented its proposal on how to monitor compliance with the convention in the meeting on 30 May 2011, which GCPD rejected and by its decision it set a task to prepare a new proposal, which would be rigorously agreed between MLSA, secretariat of GCPD and CNDC. Further negotiations are still in progress. MLSA prepared new draft of Monitoring mechanisms, which was distributed on 13 July 2011, but this proposal was not accepted both by GCPD and CNDC. In period between September and December there were three meetings of joint commission of MLSA, secretariat of GCPD and CNDC concerning monitoring mechanisms of the UN Convention. No agreement was reached during the negotiations; still, some positions became closer. Further negotiations will continue in 2012. Chairman of CNDC also consulted the situation with Ms Mgr. Monika Šimůnková, Commissioner of the Czech government for human rights. 
Besides those crucial negotiations, CNDC was participated in commenting on legislative proposals and other proposals, which are listed below. In the course of commenting the laws there are debates both with representatives of individual departments and representatives of Chamber of Deputies and Czech Senate, professional organizations, trade unions, etc. 
On 28 June 2011 CNDC challenged in a form of happening Mr L. Heger, minister of health, to improve communication between MH CR and CNDC for preparation of health reform. Meeting of Mr L. Heger, minister of health, and chairman of CNDC took place on 20 October 2011 concerning compensation of food as a remedy paid from health insurance. CNDC radically disagreed with proposed wording of the law, which would cause great expenses for families that care for children with metabolic disorders and depend on special nutrition. We agreed a compromise, which was then incorporated into the act on public health insurance. 
Another delicate problem that CNDC dealt with was the proposed amendment of Act no. 202/1990 Col. on Lotteries and other similar games. This law should abolish optional levies for the benefit of publicly beneficial purpose from income lotteries' income, which would significantly harm entire non-profit sector. Representatives of non-profit organizations from entire Czech Republic, who met thanks to CNDC's initiative on 27 September 2011, declared petition "Yes to charity". Chairman of CNDC was appointed as spokesman of the petition committee. The petition with 17,209 signatures was passed to Miroslava Němcová, Chairman of Chamber of Deputies, on 1 November 2011. Thanks to the petition deputies modified the law so that levies of lottery companies will be equally divided between municipalities, sport and non-profit sector. By this the petition fulfilled its purpose. Nevertheless, the situation experienced significant change after debates in Senate CR. CNDC initiated an initiative "SOS non-profit organizations", which challenged senators (5 December 2012) not to change the amendment presented to them by deputies. Members of the initiative then participated in negotiations in senate committees. Between 6 and 9 December 2012 chairman of CNDC participated in negotiations of Senate committees, namely Economic Committee, Committee for health and Committee for social policy. Besides that he visited club of ČSSD (i.e. Czech Social Democratic Party). Despite all the effort Senate did not preserve the law in the wording of Chamber of Deputies and thus practically canceled any option how to support non-profit organizations and sports by lottery companies. Initiative "SOS Non-Profit Organizations" once again addressed deputies on 13 December 2012 not to endorse the Senate's version and at the end of 2011 they wrote a letter to President of the Czech Republic not to ratify this law. Still, the initiative was unsuccessful in all its attempts. 
CNDC consistently cooperates with its member organizations. Organizations participate in commenting on individual rules of law and comment on individual CNDC's proposals as a part of protection of rights of persons with disability. In 2011 chairman of CNDC sent altogether 120 letters to member organizations, in which he informs them about current situation, upcoming changes in legislation and past negotiations with representatives of public administration. 
CNDC was actively involved in activities of National Development Program Mobility (NDPM). CNDC members participated in both meetings of NDPM appraisal commission and four meetings of NDPM steering committee. Ms Ing. D. Lanzova attended presentations organized by GCPD secretariat all over Czech Republic as a part of promotion of National Development Program Mobility. 
CNDC continues in cooperation with NFTI (i.e. National Fund for Transport Infrastructure) in program Increasing safety in transport and its accessibility to persons with limited mobility and orientation. CNDC experts attend assessment of individual projects that are presented to NFTI and focus on increase of accessibility of transport systems to persons with limited mobility and orientation. CNDC and NFTI concluded agreement on cooperation. 
Within the framework of raising awareness of disability issues, CNDC compiled in 2011 18 press reports from press conferences and press releases that dealt with reform of the social system, activities of CNDC, reform of the health system, preparation of appropriate legislation, compliance with UN Convention on persons with disability, legislation in the area of lotteries, cooperation with some entities and also implementation of some CNDC projects, like Eurokey and Toa Point. 
TASKS DIRECTLY RESULTING FROM CZECH GOVERNMENT DECREE - NATIONAL PLAN OF CREATION EQUAL OPPORTUNITIES FOR PERSONS WITH DISABILITY, WHICH THE GOVERNMENT APPROVED IN ITS DECREE NO. 253 AT CABINET MEETING ON 29 MARCH 2010. 
This important document includes following provisions that set following tasks to CNDC: 
Provision 1.1
Evaluate experience and benefits of Act no. 198/2009 Col. on Equal Treatment and Legal Means of Protection Against Discrimination and amendments of certain laws (anti-discrimination act) from the viewpoint of persons with disability, and if necessary propose changes in such rules of law, in which it may be possible to identify demonstrations of discrimination on the ground of disability. 
As the National plan was adopted at the end of March 2010, no experience with this law was evaluated. Currently CNDC prepares its 2010 Report on Discrimination of Persons with Disability. 
Fulfillment of this task was postponed to the end of 2012. 
Provision 1.3
Increase social and legal awareness in the area of prohibition of discrimination on a ground of disability or unfavorable health condition, namely e.g. by printing information materials, raising awareness of general public via radio and television, etc. 
In 2011 CNDC compiled a report on human rights in 2010 focused on issues related to disability. This report was published in Mosty - magazine for integration. CNDC did not have sufficient funds to publish this report as printed publication. In cooperation with ČT (i.e. Czech Television) it created four current affairs programs "Černé ovce" [i.e. Black Sheep] focused on observance of rights of persons with disability. Besides that CNDC published many articles in press focused on legal awareness of persons with disability and discrimination on a ground of disability. In cooperation with other organizations of persons with disability CNDC published Alternative report on fulfillment of UN Convention about Rights of Persons with Disability. 
Provision 17.3
Methodically support preparation, implementation and ongoing monitoring of Regional plans of creating equal opportunities for persons with disability. CNDC and Association of Regions agreed in their negotiations that in all regions, where they prepared regional plans for creating equal opportunities, there will be established mutual monitoring bodies that will promote fulfillment of Regional plans, their amendments and updates. The monitoring system is currently functional in regions Pardubice, Hradec Kralove, South Moravia, Olomouc and Moravia and Silesia. 
Tasks resulting from representation of citizens with disability and their organizations in important institutions and organizations in Czech Republic. With regard to CNDC it relates primarily to cooperation with institutions that participate in establishing policy in benefit of persons with disability and representation in appropriate bodies. 
· Parliamentary subcommittees for persons with disability 
Subcommittee for persons with disability met twice in 2011. Main topic of meetings was always reform laws in the area of social policy. 
CNDC systematically cooperated primarily with Committee for Social Policy. CNDC there promoted amendments to submitted drafts of laws within social reform, act on national budget and other laws. 
· Governmental Committee for Persons with Disability (GCPD) 
As declared in the status of GCPD in the wording approved by Government Decree no.1323 from 10 December 2001, CNDC performs function of its main advisory body. GCPD includes 5 members of CNDC board; chairman of CNDC holds function of vice-chairman of GCPD. GCPD deals with all materials presented by CNDC. 
Cooperation was very intense throughout all year 2011. In GCPD were discussed in 2011 various principal issues that relate to persons with disability – first of all monitoring of UN Convention about Rights of Persons with Disability, fulfillment of National Plan of Creation Equal Opportunities for Persons with Disability in 2010 – 2014, employment of persons with disability, report of Government CR about fulfillment of UN Convention about Rights of Persons with Disability, Alternative report of organizations of person with disability on the UN Convention, etc. 
· Expert groups of Governmental Committee for Persons with Disability. 
Within GCPD there were established 4 expert groups that deal with individual areas of creating equal opportunities for citizens with disability, namely expert groups for social policy, education, regional development and employment of persons with disability. 
CNDC representatives are members in each of them together with representatives of ministries, regions and municipalities. They also act as chairmen of expert groups for education and regional development. 
· Steering committee of National development program mobility for all. 
National development program mobility for all was declared jointly by GCPD and CNDC on 16 April 2002. Following Government decree no. 545 from 29 May 2002 set GCPD and CNDC to be coordinators of the program. This function is executed via Steering committee of the program. 
CNDC has two members in the steering committee, one of which acts as vice-chairman of Steering committee. Representatives of CNDC attended all meetings of the Steering committee, participated in preparation of methodologies and draft of Governmental decree on financing of NDPM and evaluation of projects. 
· Committee of National Fund of Transport Infrastructure (NFTI). 
Within the sphere of activity of the steering committee is, besides other, to announce competitive tendering for implementation of investment actions and release of budgets of NFTI for investment actions in accordance with Article 2 g) of Act no. 104/2000 Col, on basis of which the government grants contributions to projects for increase of transport safety and making it accessible to all persons with limited mobility and orientation. 
CNDC is a member of evaluation commission for selection of projects focused on making transport infrastructure accessible to persons with limited mobility and orientation. CNDC jointly implemented one project with NFTI focused on evaluation of investment goals presented by municipalities as a part of making communications accessible to persons with disability. CNDC is currently a long-term partner of NFTI. 
· Interdepartmental commission for support of renewal public transport vehicles and public line bus traffic. 
Purpose of the commission is to evaluate application for subventions to individual bus transport operators for purchase of new buses and their parts. 
The evaluation prefers buses that meet environment-friendly requirements and are amiable to persons with limited mobility and orientation. With regard to that is representation of CNDC in the commission very important and useful. Professional workers participate in the work of the commission on regular basis. 
· Association of Regions CR 
Cooperation between CNDC and AR CR, and also Commission for social affairs, is being developed for several years now, namely at preparation of Act on social services. 
Cooperation between CNDC and Association of Regions focused especially on the system cooperation between CNDC and Association of Regions, which is expressed in Memorandum on Cooperation. Besides this system cooperation, which focuses on the preparation of legislation, we also discussed issues related to Eurokey and Toa Point Projects in Olomouc and South Moravia Region. Together with Trade union of health and social care we established initiative for higher subventions for social services providers. Still, we did not manage to fulfill purposes of this initiative. 
· Association of Towns and Municipalities (ATM)
Commission for disabled citizens of ATM's board is active from 1994. The commission also includes representatives of CNDC, who are at the same time representatives of towns and municipalities. 
In meetings of ATM commissions we discussed all reform laws and CNDC there presented its adverse attitude to individual proposals. 
· Association of Employers of Disabled Persons (AEDP)
CNDC together with AEDP establishes joint working teams for processing concepts and programs for higher employment of persons with constricted working ability. 
CNDC regularly participates in effort at incorporating concepts and programs for higher employment of persons with constricted working ability and jointly establishes working teams with AEDP. This year CNDC cooperated with s AEDP mainly on amendment of law no. 435/2004 Col. on employment and implementing regulation of this law. 
· Czech-Moravian Confederation of Trade Unions
One of crucial CNDC's programmatic topics is to use cooperation with trade union organizations with purpose to improve position of persons with disability in society. At the same time we cooperate with Trade union of health and social care CR. 
In 2011 we increased our cooperation between CMCTU and CNDC, namely for mutual support in negotiation concerning reform laws. Trade unions participated in CNDC demonstration and representatives of CNDC participated in events organized by the trade union. Together with Association of Towns and Municipalities we established an initiative in 2012 for higher subventions for social services providers.

In 2011 CNDC published five issues of MOSTY magazine with total 72 500 copies. MOSTY magazine informs about current progress in the area of legislation and policy with regard to equalization of opportunities for persons with disabilities. The magazine is not for sale and is provided free of charge to all persons with disability or organizations of persons with disability. 
Alternative report for UN Committee for rights of persons with disability 
in December 2011 CNDC published Alternative report for UN Committee for Rights of Persons with Disability. Printed copy of the Alternative report for UN Committee for rights of persons with disability, which was compiled by 16 organizations of persons with disability in Czech Republic. The report informs about measures accepted for fulfillment of commitments resulting from the UN Convention on Rights of Persons with Disability. 
CONFERENCE CARE FOR PERSONS WITH MENTAL DISORDER IN CR WITH REGARD TO UN CONVENTION ON RIGHTS OF PERSONS WITH DISABILITY

Main topic of the conference was custody, non-voluntary hospitalization and informed consent. The purpose of the conference was to initiate discussion that would lead to establishing a common platform of all interest groups and organizations. CNDC published an electronic collection of presentations from conference Care for persons with mental disorder in CR with regard to UN Convention on Rights of Persons with disability. 
PARTICIPATION OF CNDC AT EXHIBITION NON–HANDICAP 2011 
Průmyslový palác, Výstaviště, Praha 7, 19 – 21 April 2011
15th year of NON-HANDICAP exhibition took place at Výstaviště PRAHA – HOLEŠOVICE from 19 to 21 April 2011. At the same time there took place 33rd year of international medical fair PRAGOMEDICA. The complex of the fair and the exhibition was organized by INCHEBA PRAHA spol. s r.o. and CNDC was an official partner of both and expert guarantor of the accompanying program. As a part of NON-HANDICAP 2011 exhibition CNDC prepared an accompanying program for the whole period of the exhibition, daily from 10 a.m. to 5 p.m. Accompanying program took place in CNDC stand and in conference room. The accompanying program comprised of 21 hours of seminars, discussions, cultural performance of persons with disability, workshops and practical demonstrations within the conference room plus 21 hours of professional social consulting in SNDC stand. Besides the mentioned legal consulting for persons with disability and their representatives CNDC in its stand provided space for presentation of persons with disability, professional publications, information material and leaflets and other informational materials for persons with disability and general public and a place for meeting of persons with disability. For this activity CNDC prepared a stand (30 sqm) with facility to provide consulting and background for other organizations of persons with disability.

Within the activity of the project, CNDC prepared a stand (40 sqm) with facility to provide consulting and background for other organizations of persons with disability.

Mosty 2011
9th festive granting of Annual Award MOSTY 2011 took place in Prague on 15 March 2012. This year there were nominated 67 projects and personalities. Winners in individual categories were again granted a price that was rendered by academic sculptress Ms Jitka Wernerová. Other nominees received commemorative diploma by academic painter Mr Otakar Trogan. The event, which took place in Top Hotel Praha, was wittily and brightly moderated by Mr Aleš Cibulka. 
Nominations were assessed in two rounds. In the first round the nomination commission, comprised of members of CNDC board, selected five best nominations in every category. Appraisal committee, which was comprised of representatives of Government Committee for Persons with Disability, Association of Towns and Municipalities, Regions and CNDC, selected winners in the second round. 
The main partners were city Praha and Metropolitan University Praha. Partners of this year's awards were companies Pražská teplárenská, a.s., Zdravotní pojišťovna ministerstva vnitra ČR, Coca-Cola HBC Česká republika, s.r.o., Střední zdravotnická škola Ruská, Romax produkce, Top Hotel Praha and ITA Elektro, s.r.o. – supplier of a roll ramp that provided access to the stage. Festive granting of awards took place, like in previous years, with financial support from The Office of the Government.

We established a network of 13 advisory centers within the project. Advisory centers provide their services by phone, via electronic means, in writing and in person and they offer free, independent, discrete and impartial professional social consulting in following areas: 
· professional social and legal consulting 
· help in dealing with adverse social situation 
· consulting and help focused on needs of persons with disability and seniors 
· consulting related to rehabilitation and compensation aids 
· help in settling attendance allowance and everything related to it 
· help in finding suitable social service 
· help in setting up rights, legitimate interests and taking care for personal matters 
· procurement of further professional help and cooperation with helping organizations 
· consulting, information and lecturing activities 
Advisory topics 
· attendance allowance 
· exceptional benefits 
· information concerning Act no. 108/2006 Col. 
· payment for social services 
· employment of persons with disability 
· allowances of state social support 
· architectonic barriers

Purpose of projects: 
Purpose of projects is to purchase and install 66 Eurolocks in publicly accessible facilities and purchase and distribute altogether 6,332 Eeurokeys to holders of TP, ZTP, ZTP/P cards and to diabetics, stomics, oncological patients and parents to children up to 3 years. Creation of 24 jobs in the Plzeň Region for persons with disability. Raise of their qualification in retraining course. Within the project participants are granted individual access via regular meetings with advisor, with whom they cooperate in creation and fulfillment of their individual plan. The consulting service also includes a balance diagnostics. 
Brief evaluation of projects: 
All 66 Eurolocks were installed, locations were properly marked by tablets with prescribed publicity and contracts were concluded with individual operators of publicly accessible facilities. 
Eurokeys are being distributed to holders of TP, ZTP, ZTP/P cards, diabetics, stomics, oncological patients and parents of children up to three years: 
· via Regional CNDC office of Plzeň Region, 
· via 24 distributors within project "With Eurokeys to a job in the Plzeň Region", financed by OP LZZ from MLSA, 
· via social departments of individual municipal authorities in municipalities with extended powers, 
· via contact offices of employment agency in the Plzeň Region, 
· via distribution network of parent centers in the territory of Plzeň Region, 
· or via other distribution points. 
Project With Eurokey to a Job in the Plzeň Region was successfully completed in May 2012. All 24 project participants attended all courses and motivation seminars and balance diagnostics and were employed for seven months in training job as Eurokey distributors.

Conclusions: 
During project "Eurokey in Plzeň" and "Eurokey in the Plzeň Region" there were installed Eurolocks in 69 publically accessible facilities in the territory of Plzeň Region. Now there is altogether 6,332 Eurokeys available under both projects, of which more than 4,000 already found their owners.

Project description: 
The project is set to Olomouc and Moravia-Silesia Regions, which struggle with high unemployment. Purpose of the project is to create 12 full-time jobs with support of active employment policy instruments that will help the selected project participants to hold so created job. Police of Olomouc and Moravia-Silesia Regions prepared receptions in their district police stations, which are wheelchair accessible and where the project participant can work as reception clerks. 
The selection procedure for the project taken place in cooperation with employment bureau in Olomouc and Ostrava. The project raised great interest. For the participation applied altogether 125 persons with disability. Based on the individual interviews there were 24 persons with disability accepted in the project. Those project participants went through many educational and motivation activities including retaining course for work on PC, balance diagnostics and professional course for the position of worker of Police CR and his/her attitude towards general public. As all participants successfully completed their courses, the police created 24 half-time jobs. Half-time jobs are very convenient for persons with disability, especially with regard to their various work limitations. Participants of the project worked in position of reception clerks for 15 months with support of wage funds provided in direct support of the project. During this period participants got practice and became part of the team. Their activity was perceived as positive by all parties, i.e. by the workers themselves, managers of district police stations, regional directorships and last but not least, by general public,
namely because receptions were vacant for lack of wage funds of Police, until they were populated of by project workers. The project was successful with regard to gaining vocational experience, habits, skills and gaining back the lost self-confidence, because of previous failures to succeed in the labor market. Weak point of the project is that due to the lack of wage funds Police CR will make employment contract only with some of them.

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Project "UNIVERSAL LEARNING DESIGN – innovation of interpretation and communication services (COMIN)" 

CNDC partners in the project with Masaryk University Brno – Center for support to students with specific requirements – Teiresiás. Project implementation started in June 2009 and will continue till May 2012. 
Purpose of the project: 
The purpose of the project is to apply standards called "universal learning design" in materials of accredited areas at Masaryk University and cooperating schools in the areas that relate to interests of persons with hearing impairment. 
Approaches for reaching this purpose 
· establish a center of the Czech sign language and interpretation in Masaryk University (MU) including courses for academic community. 
· create online dictionary of the Czech sign language and library of video materials for university speakers of the Czech sign language. 
· establish a center of available supporting technologies for students and professionals with hearing impairment and limited communication ability. 
· develop supervisory service of the Czech sign language and related services both in situ and online. 
· establish diagnostic center of specific learning disorders for university students including psychological, logaoedic and technology service. 
· consulting service and specific professional education for students with severe hearing impairment, dyslectic and dysgraphic handicaps. 
Conclusions: 
Application of developed procedures presents innovation of all study programs that are accredited in Masaryk University, which creates obligation to the university to make the programs generally available for students with hearing impairment and limited communication skills. This fact results in great number of innovated study fields and courses.

Purpose of the project: 
Purpose of the project is to contribute to elimination of xenophobia (dread of unknown) of children and pupils in communication with the world of disabled. At the same time the project will help pupils with special educational needs in better orientation in their relationship to majority society in the context of their handicap. The project is focused on establishing educational supports required to learning for diversity in the area of minorities, namely minority of persons with disability, as the minority of disabled persons is the largest minority in Czech Republic (1,015 million, which is 9.9 percent of the Czech population). Output of the project will offer information about living together with people, who somehow differ from the majority, and basic principles that emphasize the fact that diversity among people may not be a problem, but a starting point or a challenge. Purpose of the project is to support learning for diversity as a part of multicultural education and prevention against xenophobia. 
Contribution for the target group 
Contribution for the target group of pupils in ordinary schools is in acquiring knowledge, skills and approaches, how to treat, communicate and cooperate with persons with disability both in real life and after termination of school attendance. 
Natural consideration of specifics of persons with disability, emphasizing his/her uniqueness not only with all weaknesses, but especially strengths, those are the principles that establish basis for social inclusion of persons with disability in major society. If application of this principle is to be taken for granted, it is necessary to start with inculcation of such principles as early as possible, already at the level of elementary education and later at further education levels. 
Benefit for pupils with special educational needs is in learning principles, how to properly communicate with major society. How to initiate equal dialogue, point out own strengths, compensate own handicap. Application of principles of learning for diversity right in schools will lead to the improved position of pupils with special educational needs in majority group. Thus pupils (i.e. with disability) will acquire significant benefit from the project implementation. 
Major contribution for the secondary target group - teachers - is in gaining comprehensive methodical materials for teaching for diversity, including training, how to use such methodology in learning and creation own curriculum. It will provide them educational support called "We are not all identical, and it's OK", "Persons with disability - major society - diversity", "Principles of proper communication with disabled" and "Best practices" that show, how to use capacity of persons with disability to their advantage and for benefit of all society, always separately for elementary schools, grammar schools, secondary vocational schools and special schools. 
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Project "International cooperation of CNDC in the area of creating equal opportunities for disabled citizens" 
Project financing: The Office of the Government with support of VÚA 
In harmony with purpose of the project, CNDC represents Czech Republic in international organizations European Disability Forum (EDF), Rehabilitation International (RI), Disabled Peoples‘ International (DPI) and FIMITIC, where CNDC is a member as legitimate representative of persons with disability. Purpose of the project, besides other, is to encourage international cooperation and improve awareness in the area of disability in European and Global level and enrichment by real-life experience from abroad. 
CNDC continuously provided information service for member CNDC organizations and other partners, provided translation of documents and news for internal and external use of CNDC, communication with international organizations, member of which it is, and other partners, monitored foreign websites, created English version of its website, etc. 
Representatives of CNDC attended, besides other, following meetings abroad: regular meeting of EDF board in Milano (19 - 20 February 2011) and in Warszawa (14 -16 October 2011), General meeting of EDF in Budapest (28 - 29 May 2011), meeting of European national secretaries RI-Europe in Berlin (26 October 2011), meeting of FIMITIC board in Budapest (30 April 2011) and in Madrid (20 October 2011), Conference of FIMITIC delegates (20 October 2011) and international conference on UN Convention about Rights of Persons with Disability in Madrid (20 - 21 October 2011), EDF and ETUC conference "Year 2010: Struggle against discrimination of persons with disability in the access to employment and preparation for employment" in Brussels (10 - 11 March 2011), Working forum on implementation of UN Convention about Rights of Persons with Disability in Brussels (26 - 27 October 2011). 
Agenda of the legislative department 
Legislative department worked very hard in 2011, especially with regard to upcoming changes in conjunction with the social reform and many other areas related to persons with disability. Main impacts of the proposed measures on persons with disability were as follows: 
1. Social reform in the originally proposed wording significantly limited right to free movement, right to choose social service and environment, in which person with disability is to live, possibility of parents to care for their children with disability in the home environment, decreased availability of aids, and had number of very adverse effects in other areas. 
2. Main impacts of the originally proposed measures on persons with disability as a consequence of the draft of the amended Act on providing allowances to persons with disability and changes of related laws. 
2.1 Liquidation of cards, which would cause serious problems in transportation, entry permission and parking of persons with disability, etc. The cards are also important from the tax perspective. Transient period of validity till the end of 2013 did not make any change. 
2.2 Termination of subvention for the purchase of motor vehicle and thus exemption from VAT. 
2.3 Termination of allowance for a wheelchair accessible apartment and garage. 
2.4 Conditions for mobility allowance did not take into consideration health care, shopping, managing personal issues, cultural and social needs of persons with disability. The only relevant needs considered were employment, school and social service facility, which is unprecedented reduction of needs of people with disability and is absolutely discriminational. 
2.5 There was also proposal of regular quarterly reporting of income - not only of applicants, but also of collectively assessed persons (husband, wife and/or children, that had their own income). 
2.6 Mobility allowance should be granted only to the amount equal to six times the subsistence level, i.e. CZK 3,126 x 6 = CZK 18,756 (€ 125 x 6 = € 750), i.e. 79 percent of an average wage in 2010 (CZK 23,665, i.e. € 947). 
2.7 Allowance for special aids should not be granted, if price of an aid does not reach CZK 35,000 (€ 1,400) and income would exceed 6 times the amount of subsistence level. 
2.8 Allowance for special aids cannot be granted, if the special aid is a medical aid, which is fully or partially paid from the public health insurance of landed by appropriate health insurance. 
2.9 Allowance for aids should be limited to the amount CZK 350,000 (€ 14,000) with required 20 percent participation. For optional reduction of the participation there was a legal procedure for a help in the event of material need, which, besides other, considers even sale of property including possession of under-aged children. Construction, where anyone, who needs an aid for compensation of his/her disability, is forced to such measures, is completely unacceptable. 
3.
Main problems of draft of amendment of Act no. 108/2006 Col., on Social Services: 
3.1
It was proposed that attendance allowance could be granted only from the third year of a child, which would lead to a loss of up to CZK 6,400 (€ 256) for children by 3, which are severely disabled in the long term. Of which would be monthly loss up to CZK 3,000 (€ 120) for attendance allowance and in the event of multiple disability the loss of social benefits would reach up to CZK 3,400 (€ 136). This fact would mean that many families would not be able to manage care for their disabled child. 
3.2
Originally proposed limitation of general vital needs would completely rule out granting allowance for children reliant on dietary food, suffering from tumorous conditions, internal diseases, etc. 
3.3
The fact that un-consumed part of the social benefits would expire in following month was completely unacceptable. In the same way it is unacceptable to place a duty on attending persons to open an account and disabled person to notify this account number to the employment authority. Besides that, in the event of occasional help, expenses of keeping of an account could exceed payments for provided help. 
3.4
Persons in resident facilities of social services could, according to the proposed amendment, remain without any money and their needs would be reduced only to accommodation, boarding and necessary care. It means that they would not be able to pay for their medication, physician, closing, hygienic supplies, etc. 
4.
Main problems of the draft of amendment of Act no. 117/1995 Col., on National Social Security 
4.1
Most serious change is the termination of a claim for parent's contribution for children from 4 to 7 years, which would cause discontinuity of income of approximately CZK 4,600 (€ 184), and for older children, who do not meet conditions for granting the parent's contribution in 1st level, even CZK 30,000 (€ 120). It relates to children with disease, which necessarily requires diet (phenylketonuria, celiac disease and other metabolic disorders), children with oncological disease, children suffering from other serious internal diseases. 
Extremely serious impact had the proposed inclusion of attendance allowance in chargeable incomes for the purpose of the housing allowance, which would lead to situation that people living out of Prague would have to dedicate 30 percent of the allowance to pay housing expenses, and in Prague the share would grow up to 35 percent. 
5.
Main problems of the draft of amendment of Act no. 435/2004 Col., on Employment
5.1
Shortening of the decisive period for entitlement for unemployment benefit from 3 to 2 years, which would significantly affect persons with disability (see matrix about average unemployment period mentioned in Paragraph 27). In this period it is necessary to meet the condition of at least 12 months of a time of pension insurance. 
5.2
Abolition of category of handicapped persons. According to the figures of MLSA there are currently 40,000 of such persons, 9,000 of which are applicants for a job and for another more than 40,000 their employers receive allowance for employment support of disabled persons, plus many such persons also qualify for a tax deduction for employer. 
5.3
Limitation of financial support to employment of persons with disability only to the sheltered jobs and simultaneous reduction of maximum amount or granted benefit from current CZK 139,404 (€ 5,576) to CZK 48,000 (€ 1,920). 
5.4
Abolition of tax relief for employers of persons with disability. Implementation of such measures would practically result in expulsion of people with disability from the free labor market. 
5.5
For employers who employ more than 50 percent of disabled persons, it would be practically liquidating to abolish the option of delivering their products or services to employers, who are obliged to employ persons with disability and they do not fulfill this obligation directly by employment, but just by purchase of products and services from the above mentioned employers. 
6.
In conclusion we can state that persons with disability were selected as the main resource of financial savings in the state budget. Also concurrently running healthcare reform significantly aggravate life situation of many persons with disability.

CNDC trading overview for 2011
The organization's 2011 budget was approved by the CNDC country committee in its session on 21 April 2011. CNDC trading followed the received financial subsidies and means gained by own activities and by gifts. Trading was monitored in full as well as for individual projects which were entered in the books under the unique centre code. The main sources of income consist of support to five projects granted by The Office of the Government of the Czech Republic at the total amount of CZK 7,335 thous., a subsidy by the Ministry of Labor and Social Affairs at the amount of CZK 5,098 thous. for the Advisory to the users of social services. Besides, contributions and grants from individual municipalities and regions were also included in the organization's budget for the latter service. Other sources consisted of financing of other projects which are listed in the text of the annual report. 
In total, 32 subsidies and 31 financial gifts and contributions were accounted for. All subsidies, contributions and gifts were accounted for by due date according to the providers' methodologies. For other projects which overlapped into subsequent years, regular monitoring reports were provided.
The organization satisfied the limits of required participation in individual projects at the required level which was also assisted by our partners who provided financial and material gifts. 
CNDC trading including the financial statement, the audit committee and the auditor's report were presented to the country assembly and was approved on 30 May 2012. 
Bookkeeping and tax matters for the 2011 accounting period were processed by the AT Offix s.r.o. bookkeeping company. CNDC bookkeeping is subject to audit and the auditor's report is part of this annual report.
